Text: Single Variable Calculus: Custom Edition by James Stewart
Topics covered: area and volume through integration, arclength of a curve, surface  area, transcendental functions, techniques of integration, intro to differential equations,  sequences, infinite series, power series, Taylor’s theorem. We will also discuss methods of proof in mathematical analysis including direct proofs, proofs by contradiction and proofs by induction.
Prerequisites: M211, one year of high school calculus or permission of instructor. Also important: a strong desire to learn and a willingness to work hard!

Organization: During most weeks there will be four lectures and one recitation (usually on Thursday).
